CANADIAN PRESCRIPTION DRUG IMPORTS
FOR DANE COUNTY BEING CONSIDERED

| want to share some news about the possibility of opening
Dane County to prescription drugs from Canada. It's an
intriguing opportunity.

My fellow Dane County Supervisors Brett Hulsey, Andy Ol-
sen and | have invited representatives of Canusa (Canada-
USA) of Windsor, Ontario to Madison to explain how the
program works. So far, the information has been promis-

ing.

Of course, any discussion about importing drugs from Can-
ada has to begin with quality. Our citizens must have the
confidence that their prescription drugs from Canada, while
substantially lower in price, are of the highest quality.

In that regard, | am pleased to find that Canusa has estab-
lished a system of double- and triple-checks for health,
safety and quality assurance; a system that, frankly, sur-
passes the prescription process in the United States.

Here's an example: Let’s say your doctor prescribes a
drug for high cholesterol. First, the Canusa system re-
quires that you must have already been on the medication
for 90 days. That precaution is taken to avoid complications
that may arise from new medications.

Canusa also requires your doctor to fax the prescription to
a doctor at a Pharmacy Benefits Manager (PBM) in Cleve-
land, Ohio. A drug utilization review is undertaken to see if
the medication has been properly prescribed. If so, the
PBM first attempts to find the medication at a substantially
lower cost in the U.S.

Barring that, the prescription is then faxed to a Canusa
partner in Canada to another doctor where another drug
utilization review is performed. Once that is completed, the

prescription is filled and mailed to the patient. Canusa
says 9 of 10 prescriptions are mailed within 48 hours.

| believe the Canusa system that uses a doctor-to-doctor-
to-doctor circle of quality compares favorably to our sys-
tem in the US where doctors send prescriptions to phar-
macists.

In addition, Canusa fills prescriptions that are only ap-
proved by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) or ap-
proved by Canada’s equivalent federal health agency,
Canada Health. Canusa also employs KAR Laboratories
in Michigan to perform chemical composition testing on its
medications.

While quality seems assured, there are other questions:
How will legal impediments affect the plan? Is there the
political and bureaucratic will to incorporate this system
with the County’s health insurance plan? How will em-

ployee unions react? And, will importing quality, afford-
able drugs from Canada be politically acceptable?

Personally, | believe we have too much to lose by not pur-
suing this opportunity. | welcome your thoughts and com-
ments.

East District Police Station Meeting

ENA Board members attended the October 26 meeting.
Representatives from Potter Lawson (architecture firm de-
signing building), Parks Dept., Police Captain Klubertanz
and Police Lt. Snyder, Alders Judy Compton and Warren
Onken, and Dane Co Supervisor Dave de Felice attended.

The building will be 14,000 sq ft, 1 story using existing
curb cut at South Thompson for a driveway and will have
sidewalk to front door, facing west. It is being designed for
use for the next 20 years; projected growth for the east
district is 54,000.

Brief discussion about the general need for a community
center—a place for kids to go thereby keeping them out of
trouble.

Construction timeline: Figuring a 9 to 12 month process,
approximately March 2005 to December 2005 or March
2006.

Exterior lighting hasn’t been determined. Several folks
asked for low lights that won't pollute the sky with light
“spill”.

It was requested that there be another meeting to discuss
the lighting and exterior landscaping when that portion of
the design was in process.

More on this issue will be included in the December Echo.
