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This issue has information about several coming events of in-
terest to neighbors, including the decorations contests, Sweet-
heart Dance, Euchre Tournament and our Annual Meeting.

There were about 12 citizens there in addition to Alder Comp-
ton, County Supervisor DeFelice, State Representative Miller, 
Eric Johnson from WisDOT, 2 people from the Ayres Associ-
ates design firm and a City of Madison representative.  This 
was the first public meeting.  There will be another in summer 
of 2005.

The entire .35 mile from South Thompson to North Star Drive 
will have four 11 foot car lanes, two 4-foot bike path lanes, a 
raised median, 5 foot sidewalks, curb and gutter and storm 
sewer system connecting to the city system.  The proposed 
bridge will be 82 feet wide (current is 30 ft) and 244 feet long. 
Bridge will be long enough to accommodate any future expan-
sion of I-90/94/39 into an 8 lane divided highway.  There will be 
a 3 feet concrete wall with a 5 foot fence on top of that for a to-
tal of 8 feet.  The fence will hopefully be something aestheti-
cally pleasing (vinyl covered chain link?) and the bridge itself is 
expected to have aesthetic enhancements. 
 

A retaining wall is proposed for the southwest corner that will 
vary from 2 feet to 12 feet in height and help avoid right-of-way

issues. 
 

This section of Cottage Grove Road will be closed dur-
ing the entire project time.  Detour routes are being 
planned.  Lanes on the interstate will also have to be 
closed at critical construction times. 
 

Cost will be approximately $2.6 million.  Funding is 
80% federal and 20% state. 
 

Alder Compton raised the issue of noise and whether 
the design firm will look into vegetation or other sound-
dampening methods, especially along the retaining 
wall.  It was noted that vegetation will be planted this 
spring and summer along the "sound wall." 
 

Residents living near by raised issues of (1) drainage 
(a lot of water flows downhill to their properties) and 
(2) detoured traffic cutting thru the neighborhoods. 
 

The East District Police Station construction will be 
complete before the bridge construction is started. 
 

Next bridge slated for replacement will probably be 
East Buckeye with a time frame of 2010.

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The City Pedestrian Bicycle Motor Vehicle Commis-
sion has the extension of the Capital City Trail listed at 
the beginning of city bike path projects.  A large part of 
this bike path extension will run along the railroad 
tracks on the western side of Elvehjem Neighborhood.  
The commission report states:  "Path extension to 
Buckeye Rd is planned for 2005, or 2006.  Beyond 
Buckeye, we are waiting for the DNR to have a plan 
for the Capital City Trail from the eastern city limit to 
Cottage Grove." 
 

The commission maintains a negative view of the 
multi-use pedestrian/bicycle path proposal made in a 
petition that over 200 people signed (including a num-
ber of Elvehjem Neighbors).  The proposal is to place 
multi-use paths on either side of Cottage Grove Road 
starting at Dairyland Family Restaurant/YMCA and 
ending at Lumberman’s Trail (Culver’s Restaurant/Fire 
Station).  The commission states:  "Sidewalk ‘paths’ 
are not recommended practice.  These are only used 
in specific circumstances where the problems associ-
ated with them can be minimized.  Cottage Grove Rd 
under USH 51 is not an area where this would be a 
recommended facility.  Bike lanes in the roadway are 
planned (no date).”
