Dane County Supervisors urged Gov. Doyle and members
of Wisconsin’s congressional delegation to take action in
the face of a possible shutdown of Canada’s prescription
drug importation industry.

I, Sups. Brett Hulsey and Andy Olsen are leading an effort
to establish a Canadian drug importation program for Dane
County. In letters sent to Gov. Doyle, Sens. Herb Kohl and
Russ Feingold, and Rep. Tammy Baldwin, we asked Wis-
consin’s elected leaders to contact the Canadian govern-
ment to oppose action that would effectively ban the cross-
border trade.

Canadian prescription drug exporters say the threat is real.
They feel as if a gun is being held to their head, and that
this action could be made merely by administrative edict.

In recent weeks, Canada’s Health Minister, Ujjal Dosanijh,
has said it was an ethical concern for Canada’s doctors to
be co-signing prescriptions for American patients they have
not examined. However, others suggest President Bush
has offered trade concessions to Canadian beef and lum-
ber producers if Canada closed down its drug exports to
the U.S.

“This has more about to do with pharmaceutical company

ethics and ‘Big Pharma’s protection of its huge profits than
the ethics of physicians,” said Hulsey, whose father is a
physician. “Prescriptions are written every day by physi-
cians in the U.S. and Canada, who prescribe drugs safely
and ethically based on a patient’'s medical records or an-
other doctor’s request.”

An estimated 2 million Americans bought prescription
drugs from Canada last year at a significant savings over
the same or similar medicines sold in the U.S. In Dane
County, County Supervisors are trying to bring savings of
40% to 60% in Canadian drug imports to taxpayers, busi-
nesses, residents, and government workers and retirees.

“We are hoping that Gov. Doyle and the congressional
delegation can make their voices heard on this issue,” Ol-
sen said. “A ban on Canadian prescription drug imports
could have an adverse impact on the health of numerous
individuals in the U.S. who ‘short dose’ their prescriptions
when medicine becomes too expensive.”

Canada’s federal Cabinet may take up the issue of doc-
tors co-signing prescriptions at its January 11 meeting.

FOR HOSPICE PATIENTS
& FAMILIES

Experiencing a life-limiting iliness is difficult for anyone, and it is
often even more so for children. The presence of a warm and
snuggly teddy bear reminds children that they aren’t alone
when they are ill or grieve the loss of a loved one.

Doris K was a former HospiceCare patient who had a passion
for teddy bears. Because Doris found such comfort in her
bears, she wanted to pass her source of reassurance on to
other terminally ill patients and their families. As a result, the
“Dori Bear” program was born in her name. This would be her
legacy.

Today, new bears donated to HospiceCare receive the Dori
Bear namesake and are given out by any staff member or vol-
unteer who knows someone—whether they are young or old,
male or female—who would benefit from a teddy bear hug.
Dori Bears greet patients as they come into their rooms in the
HospiceCare Inpatient Unit, and act as icebreakers during ini-
tial visits with patients living in their own homes, nursing homes
and assisted living facilities.
