About 25-30 people attended an informational meeting January
19, 2005 with Jim Voss, the attorney dealing with the annexa-
tion of the Town of Blooming Grove by the City of Madison.

The City will annex the Township over the next 23 years in a
two-phased annexation/attachment of remaining Town territory
except Protected Areas and Rustic Areas. These protected ar-
eas constitute 78% of its tax base and 89% of its population.

There is a 12-point summary of the “Intergovernmental Agree-
ment” posted on the ENA website; contact me for a hard copy.

There are many “town islands”—small parcels of land belong-
ing to the Township—scattered throughout the east side of
Madison. One of the biggest pieces of Blooming Grove is the
Voit property—Iland north of Milwaukee Street, west of Swiss
Colony extending north to Highway 30. Per the Intergovern-
mental Agreement “...upon issuance of occupancy certificate/
permit for first Two Million Dollars of new improvement, it [Voit
property] will be automatically annexed/attached to City".

There was also discussion about the Yahara Quarry (see
above for March quarry meeting information).

When a neighbor lets
their home go, the whole neighborhood looks unkempt. |
am contacting all the neighborhoods in the district to make
this request. We on the East Side have so much to be
proud of—let our neighborhoods show it!

We just had another meeting regarding the potential de-
velopment of the land directly across from Dondee, south
of Buckeye. This time the proposal is for 34 condominium
units. The builder will be Fred Miller and the condos will
be like those at the corner of Sprecher and Cottage Grove
Road (Birchwood) and on the corner of Sigglekow and
Marsh on our South border. Residents on South Tarragon
seem to be OK with the plan, so we may expect more
neighbors soon.

In the District: The East Buckeye Neighborhood Asso-
ciation, your neighbors south of Buckeye Road, has been
revitalized. They're addressing issues relating to blasting
at Yahara Quarry, traffic, and other neighborhood con-
cerns.

There will be a meeting on March 3 at Our Savior® Lu-
theran Church on Droster for residents to have dialogue
with representatives from the Quarry, and hopefully city
staff, DNR representatives, and other county and state
staff/representatives who agree to come. The meeting will
begin at 6:30 PM.

Watch for
the ads! They want to be more active in involving the city
and District 16 in positive activities with the Tribe. This
Christmas season, they donated several hundred pounds
of food to the Salvation Army and other food pan-

In the City: Regarding the swimming pool, I'm sure
you've read there was discussion on fee structure that

seemed to indicate staff were doubtful we could operate
the pool at "break even" status. To alleviate this potential,
I’'m having staff investigate the possibility that the pool
should be operated as an Enterprise. I'll be presenting a
resolution to this effect, or one that will require measures

that will be as effective. The Comptroller® office is working
on recommendations. | feel it needs to be self-sufficient,
not creating a drain (oops) on the already challenged Parks
budget and your tax dollars. Stay tuned.

About the bike lane schedule—join your neighborhood
board in applying pressure on this.

A very important issue right now is the lobbying ordinance.
You might wonder why. If you or your neighborhood offi-
cers appear to speak for or against an issue, should you be
considered a lobbyist, and should you register as one?
Some neighborhoods pay their officers a small salary; the
city attorney has not made a decision on whether these of-
ficers would have to register. If you have a small business,
what issues can you come to speak on without having to
register? The current lobbying ordinance is not clear on
who should register. | would like to see this defined, not
just "oh we would never fine someone like that”. The ordi-
nance is not clear and the fines get up to over $1000. |
fear many people will hesitate to speak at the public hear-
ings for fear of being in violation of this ordinance. We
should get it cleared up; but in my opinion we need a new,
clear ordinance. The band-aids we're trying to apply to the
current ordinance are numerous.
