At the ENA Annual Meeting, Craig H. and Kevin R. were
elected to the board. Brier N's (who served as Secretary this
past year) and Andy K’s terms ended. Thanks to both of them
for their service to ENA!

On Thursday, March 3, over 100 people attended at meeting at
Our Savior Lutheran Church with the management of Yahara
Quarry. Alder Judy Compton presided the meeting. Also there
were Larry Nelson, City of Madison engineer, an attorney for
the City and a representative from Dane County Planning & De-
velopment.

The main issues were the blasting (frequency, force, tremors
that residents are feeling, concern about the effects on gas
lines, natification) dust and truck traffic. There were a lot of
guestions and answers. There was no resolution yet as Alder
Compton said “we know the quarry [management] was listen-
ing.” The next step is a survey of the neighborhoods, to be
conducted by the City, to determine the scope of effects from
the quarry’s operation.

In the Sept 2004 issue of the Echo, | incorrectly stated that
“traffic goes around the circle in a counter-clockwise direction.”
Per the “How to Drive the Traffic Circle” page in this Echo, it is
indeed legal to turn left in front of the circle, provided the path is
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clear of pedestrians and oncoming vehicles. It's true
that at a Round About—Iike the two at Commercial
and Thompson—traffic must “keep right” and go
around but this is a circle and the rules are a bit differ-
ent. Traffic circles are new for the Dept of Traffic En-
gineering and for residents, so we are all learning
about what works and what doesn’t. Per concerns
residents and the board have raised, the “traffic circle”
sign—uvisible to northbound vehicles on Ellen—uwiill be
changed to a “text only” sign so that it does not indi-
cate the flow of traffic with arrows and confuse drivers.
There will also be a “text only” sign installed for
southbound vehicles on Ellen. For greater visibility,
the “curb” of the circle will be painted yellow and plant-
ings installed this spring. The sidewalk “ramps”"—of
which there is one at each corner that currently directs
pedestrians into the middle of the intersection—will be
modified so that there will be two ramps at each cor-
ner and they will be perpendicular to each other so
that pedestrians are directed either parallel or perpen-
dicular to the street. A sewer inlet and light pole must
be moved for these modifications to occur hence the
delay in construction. | personally drive the traffic cir-
cle everyday and | do turn left in front of it. My apolo-
gizes for not having shared this information earlier.

Following is a letter I've written to the Metropolitan Plan-
ning Organization (MPO). MPO plays a role in funding of
safety upgrades on Stoughton Road. | wrote because the
state’s Department of Transportation indicates major up-
grades will not occur until at least 2012.

“l am writing to call attention to serious, ongoing and docu-
mented concerns shared by residents and business op-
erators on Madison’s east side about unsafe conditions
and a lack of access for pedestrians and bike riders
caused by heavy traffic on Stoughton Road (USH 51).
These concerns are also recognized and shared by trans-
portation officials and community planners who nonethe-
less say there is a lack of funding to effectively address
these problems in the near future.

As the Dane County Supervisor representing much of the
area that encompasses Stoughton Road, and as a mem-
ber of the Stoughton Road Policy Advisory Committee to
the state Department of Transportation, | am concerned
that a lack of a sense of urgency will be interpreted as in-
difference. This is not the case. Citizens of Madison’s
east side are self-reliant and not ones to complain. How-
ever, this process is testing their patience and inevitably
calls into question the priorities and responsiveness of the
transportation planning process.

As you know, a 10-mile corridor of Stoughton Road run-
ning roughly from the Beltline on the south to East Wash-
ington Avenue on the north has, for years now, been the
subject of intense scrutiny, planning and meetings that
have made pains to include public participation.

Recently, concerns have been heightened by indications
from the state that “No significant projects would be con-
structed on Stoughton Road until 2012 at the earliest.”
While the state has committed to limited improvements in
the coming years, | believe these measures fall short of
essential remedies to long-running problems and deterio-
rating conditions.

This is most disturbing in the face of rapid growth on Madi-
son’s east side. The volume of traffic like the local popula-
tion is growing daily. The need for significant and timely
long-range improvements is clear.

According to the Stoughton Road Needs Assessment
Study completed nearly two years ago by the Wisconsin
Department of Transportation (WisDOT) and K.I. Engi-
neering, Inc., increased traffic on Stoughton Road is caus-

ing:

- An average of one vehicle crash per day

- Three personal injury accidents per week

- Increased traffic that is diverted to nearby residential ar-
eas

- Increased backup on exit and entrance ramps to the

Beltline
- A diversion of traffic that adds to congestion on Interstate
Highway 39/90/94

Improvements that are eight years off, at the earliest, call
into question the planning process and the expenditure of
taxpayer funds for such a lengthy study process that con-
tinues to this day.

| hope that members of the MPO can support advancing
the schedule of major improvements on Stoughton Road in
the face of the very real toll of lost lives, injuries, property
damage and cost to our local economy of putting off much
needed improvements to some indefinite time eight years
in the future.”

Elvehjem Woods Garlic Mustard Pull — April 16

As in recent springs, the Elvehjem Neighborhood Asso-
ciation coordinates a “clean-up” day at Elvehjem Woods
Sanctuary. We've focused our efforts on removing garlic
mustard. This plant is a very aggressive alien invader
and, if left unchecked, will choke out native plants and
completely cover the forest floor. We can help prevent
this from happening by pulling and removing the plants in
April and May before they “go to seed”.

Join us on Saturday, April 16, for the start of the garlic
mustard pulling season. We'll meet at the park shelter
just off Painted Post Drive at 9:00 AM and work till nhoon.
The Elvehjem Neighborhood Association will provide re-
freshments. Please bring gloves and dress appropriately
for the weather; the City will provide trash bags. We hope
that many individuals, families, scouts and other youth
groups will help us with this important community service
project.

Obviously, not all the garlic mustard in the sanctuary will
get pulled on April 16. If you want to “adopt” a small por-
tion of the sanctuary to fight your own personal battle with
this weed, contact Joel.

Garlic mustard is a biennial plant native to northern Europe.
It gets its name from the garlic smell of its crushed leaves.
First year plants grow as a rosette close to the ground with
heart shaped leaves. Second year plants start out in ro-
sette form in early April (only hardier), and the bases of
their stems are purplish. They soon grow into an erect
stalk and, in May, produce many clusters of tiny, 4-petaled,
white flowers. By June, the flowers turn into seed pods.
Mature plants can reach 4 feet tall. These plants must be
pulled before the end of June when their seed pods dry up
and spill their seeds. One plant can produce a thousand or
more seeds. The sooner they are pulled up, the less room
they take up in the trash bags. That's why we start pulling
in April.

Garlic mustard should be pulled up by its roots and placed
in trash bags. Don't leave pulled plants on the ground or
try to compost them once they start to flower in May.
Pulled plants may go to seed if left on the ground and the
seeds will stay viable in your compost causing the plant to
spread once the compost is used. City workers will pick up
bags of garlic mustard along with your trash as long as
they're labeled as garlic mustard.

Is it legal to go left around a traffic circle?

The Madison Traffic Engineering Division has installed traffic circles (round raised islands) in the center of
several residential intersections to reduce the speed of traffic and the number of traffic crashes occurring
at these locations. We, and many other cities, have found that traffic circles have been very effective in
reducing speeds on local streets. By decreasing speed, drivers will have a better chance of avoiding colli-
sions with cross traffic and are more likely to yield the right-of-way to pedestrians. Most traffic circles take
up a large portion of the intersection in order to effectively cause drivers to slow down. This can make it
difficult for trucks and other large vehicles to drive completely around the outside of the circle (Movement
A) to make a left turn at these intersections. In some cases, it is easier to turn on the near side (Movement
B) of the circle as shown below. Also, note that movement B closely resembles a left turn made in an in-
tersection before the installation of a traffic circle.

F N0t posted, either Movement A or B is allowed.
Good judgment should always be used to determine when Movement B can be made safely without en-
dangering yourself or others. Again, Movement B can be used provided that it is not prohibited by a sign
such as shown below, and that all of the normal requirements for left turns, such as yielding to pedestrians
and oncoming vehicles, are followed.

If posted as shown below, only Movement A is allowed.
