Conduct the test and return
the kit to the lab. They will do the analysis and pro-
vide the results. Unsafe levels can be remedied.

The lab is located at 1902 Tennyson Lane, near War-
ner Park and by Lakeview School.

If you
like hot, steamy weather, followed by sudden spells of cool,
breezy weather — then, you were probably born in Wiscon-
sin! The good news is that it finally rained on our parched
lawns and flowers. The bad news is that it rained July 4th.

It didn’t seem to bother the many who attended another suc-
cessful ENA 4" of July Parade and Independence Fest.
Sopping-wet kids actually seemed to think the rain was an
attraction! It was good seeing you on the parade route and
at the festival.

On the “County government front,” much is happening.

- Your new Dane County Airport (self-supported—no tax dol-
lars) has undergone a $65 million renovation. | don’t know
if you'd recognize it anymore. Believe it or not, the Prairie
Style can be adapted to an airport. As an Airport Commis-
sion member, I'm very pleased with the wonderful first im-
pression we are making for visitors.

Also undergoing a makeover is the Dane County Zoo.
Completion is expected in 2007. Some of the animals will
be in a more natural habitat; there will be an animal-
themed carousel and an educational walk-through barn.
Importantly, the renovation will not affect the Zoo’s no-
cost admission policy.

A recently released survey of Dane County’s young peo-
ple yields mostly positive news. The percentage of high
school students drinking alcohol and using tobacco has
dropped significantly over the past five years, while the
number of young people volunteering continues to rise.
However, gang activity is up. These are some findings of
the 2005 Dane County Youth Survey, delivered by Bar-
bara Arnold, chairwoman of the Dane County Youth Com-
mission.

I've taken a
keen interest in the sprawling, traffic-packed Stoughton
Road corridor.

A new Sheriff's Department Traffic Team has been
formed. | will “steer” them towards speeders in the area of
Buckeye Road and Thompson Drive since Buckeye is a
County road.

A judge recently ruled against a lawsuit and upheld a
County/City ban on phosphorus in lawn fertilizer. | sup-
ported the ban. It's believed that phosphorous-laden wa-
ter running off lawns multiplies lake water algae blooms.
Amidst this land of beauty and plenty, we should remem-

ber those less fortunate than us. Many struggle each
day just to feed their families. Recent figures show
that in a typical month some 7,000 families use food
pantries in Dane County. Something to keep in mind.

Finally, we will soon start writing the County’s annual
budget and there are many needs to balance. Pres-
sure continues on local government to pay for state
and federally “inspired” programs. | will depend on you
to guide me as we set service priorities and hold the
line on property taxes.
