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ENA Board Meeting Minutes
August 3, 2005

Called to order 7:10 pm.

Board members present: Jeanne, Dean, Rudy, Kevin,
Karl, Jim, Sue, Cynthia, Tom, Bill.

Last Meeting Minutes: Approved with the correction that
Tom was not present.
Treasurer’s Report: Approved.

Independence Day Event Wrap-Up: Total cost to ENA
was about half the cost for last year's event—despite this
year’s rainy whether. The food cost was lower and people
commented that it was better than previous years’ food.
ENA will consider providing a vegetarian food item, next
year, due to a number of requests.

Revenue from rented inflatable bouncer for children was
good. The charge was 50 cents per use.

Having the food serving line outside the shelter so that
people may eat inside the shelter went well. This requires
a powerful generator (rented from A to Z Rental) to power
games and Nescos.

Parade participants enjoyed being lead by a fire truck and
EMT vehicle while being followed by three police squad
cars. Parade route might get shortened, next year. Itis a
long route for small children.

Children enjoyed viewing the Dane County Sheriff squad
car and meeting the friendly Madison Police dog.

New Advertising Director: The Board welcomed Nancy
G. as ENA’s new Advertising Director. The Board up-
dated her on the current situation—focusing on the need
to cover Echo and Directory costs. The Advertising Com-
mittee will update her on what advertising efforts have
been made, so far. Nancy plans to focus on “the market
value of local businesses giving back to the community.”

Extension of Capital City Bike Trail to Buckeye Road:
7 ENA members met with 3 of the Madison city engineers
to get an update on the extension of the Capital City Trall
from Dempsey Road to Buckeye Road. The engineers
reported on three phases for the project. Phase 1 is to
extend the path from Dempsey to Cottage Grove Road.
Since American Family Insurance has given right-of-way
on their property, the city expects to begin building this
section this month. The engineers discussed a possible
ribbon cutting ceremony when this section is complete.

Phase 2 is to widen Cottage Grove Road around the loca-
tion where the path will cross Cottage Grove Road. The
widening will allow bike lanes to be installed in this area of
CGR. This area goes under Highway 51. The city is cre-
ating the design for this phase and Dane County has
agreed to complete the construction.

Phase 3 is to extend the Capital City Trail from Cottage
Grove Road to Buckeye Road. This will be the most diffi-
cult phase to complete for a number of reasons. One rea-

son is the city will have to attain right-of-way from Union
Pacific Railroad and anticipates difficulty in doing so.

The attending ENA members asked if there is anything that
ENA can do to help speed-up the phases. The engineers
said “not at this time” but will inform ENA if there is.

Membership Drive: The membership drive is on course to
be as successful or more successful than last year. Of the

members signed-up, 158 have agreed to have the Echo e-

mailed to them. The money saved from this is comparable

to a half page advertisement every month in the Echo.

E-mailing the Echo: Currently, the e-mailed Echo (PDF
file) does not contain all of the information that the paper
copy contains. The reason for this is to maintain privacy on
the Internet. However, if the PDF file is coded so it is non-
browser searchable, privacy is still good.

Motion: Have the e-mailed Echo contain the same informa-
tion as paper Echo. A paragraph will be added to the
Member Corner section indicating that telephone numbers
etc. will be published on the web. The full informational
electronic Echo will start being e-mailed in September. The
motion passed unanimously.

ENA Garage Sale: Diane W is organizing it. Karl will send
out a reminder e-mail the week before the registration
forms are due (August 13). The ENA web page (www.
elvehjemneighborhood.org) will have the map of the garage
sales on the Garage Sale weekend. The adds in the news-
paper will publicize the map.

Easter Seals will have a truck in the Elvehjem School park-
ing lot on the last day of the sale (Saturday, August 20)
from 1 - 5 p.m. to collect items for donation.

Yahara Quarry: An ENA member who lives on Droster
has felt the results of two Yahara Quarry blasts this year.
This member has never experienced this before in over 20
years. A board member reported that people near the
Buckeye Interstate bridge still feel the blasts but the blasts
have not been as severe as last year—though they are still
upsetting.

East Buckeye Neighborhood Association has been in con-

tact with the Mayor’s office and with the State government

about the blasts. They are investigating whether the blasts
constitute a public nuisance.

Miscellaneous Items: Halloween: Should ENA have an
event? Jim will investigate with member who is interested.

Annual Meeting: should it be in February instead of March?
Board will consider.

Should the Holiday Sing Along change? Board will con-
sider.

Meeting adjourned at 9:01 pm.

How did we get to August so fast? Summer has passed
too quickly. It's time to think about School. In doing so,
please slow down and watch for chilrfen walking or biking
to and from school.

THE NEIGHBORHOOD

Traffic has slowed down in some areas—but please be
aware of the speed at which you're traveling. Kudos to the
neighborhood and their consistent watch for streets that
are in need of traffic calming.

The blasting issue has not gone away—it seems that the
quarry is blasting way below the state limits. That having
been said, there’s still a negative result from that blasting
to some residents of Elvehjem, East Buckeye, and Rich-
mond Hill neighborhoods. We've been able to enlist the
aid of Rep. Joe Parisi, who's attempting to gather the geo-
technical information I've been asking for to define the rea-
sons for the shocks that are breaking some windows and
knocking things off the walls. A resident of Elvehjem let
me in on the probability of conditions below ground that
could be contributing to this problem. Thanks!

THE DISTRICT

It looks like we’re going to stay on the agenda to get the
link between Buckeye Road and Dempsey and the Capital
City bike path. Another exciting coup—there will be a
meeting mid-August with Cottage Grove to work on a de-
sign for a connection of the Glacier Drumlin and the Capital
City bike paths! Hurrah and kudos to Jody and Karl and all
the others of you who have worked so diligently for this
day.

Speaking of Jody and Karl, if you watch Channel 27 or 47,
you might have recognized your neighbors biking across
the Cottage Grove Bridge to bring home the point that we
really need this bridge reconstructed as soon as possible.
The last week of July, the State pulled the bridge from the
schedule for reconstruction. This is not a delay, but a with-
drawal of the plan that they have spent over $100,000 to
prepare. | am more than a little upset about this, as are,
I’'m sure, many of you who have worked with me for the
last 7 years (or more) to get it on the State® agenda. I'm
meeting with State legislators, DOT, City Engineering and
have secured the support of Dave de Felice and Lauren
Cnare (District 3, previously of the Elvehjem neighbor-
hood). The meetings begin as soon as possible, which
likely will be the week of August 7th. I'll keep you in-
formed. One thing the DOT has agreed to do is to at least
get the screens on Buckeye and Cottage Grove Road
bridges for safety. | don®want to stop with that. |1 won®
stop with that.

The committee headed by Fred A. (Elvehjem), and organ-
ized for the purpose of creating a neighborhood plan defin-
ing the uses the neighborhoods would like to see imple-
mented along the Hwy 51 corridor from Broadway to Hwy
30, has had it® first meeting. Joining District 16 neighbor-
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hood representatives, are representatives from District 3
and District 15 neighborhoods and their alders, along with
city planners and Dave de Felice. This is an exciting un-
dertaking, and we will be listening to the neighborhoods,
looking for input. As you drive Hwy 51, look around you at
the businesses already in place. Please put your ideas
down for improvements, and be ready when we ask for this
input.

Gangs are an issue in Madison. Concerned neighbors of
yours along with Lauren Cnare, District 3, Larry Palm, dis-
trict 15, and myself are sponsoring a meeting in September
at LaFollette High School for the purpose of informing resi-
dents about this issue. Watch for the announcement as to
time and room. Thanks Renee for getting this very impor-
tant meeting going!

THE CITY

Budget time is approaching. I'm looking for your input
again. One thing that is reprehensible to me is the threat of
losing 15 police officers, and not staffing nor even furnish-
ing the East Precinct this year. This cannot happen! | will
be working to find areas other than services to cut—I don®
know how the East side can cut any more services.

Still un-resolved: the lobbying ordinance. | still think that
the ordinance should be re-written and that only actual lob-
byist should be registering. The fact that we cannot define
"lobbyist" should be indicative that there is something
wrong here. | had a small business owner who lives in Dis-
trict 16, whose business is in another alder® district, tell me
they were afraid to discuss an issue with her because they
weren®sure if they would be fined for lobbying. In fact,
they would not, but the mere fact that the question discour-
ages public input should let the Council know that we have
a problem. A "lobbyist", in my opinion, applies for employ-
ment as such, and fills in the job title blank on their income
tax return as a lobbyist. Every one else, more than likely, is
just exercising their right to free speech.
