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An abridged version of each Echo has been available in the 
Archive section of our website.  Now ENA Members can 
take advantage of the full text Echo electronically.  During 
our recent membership drive, nearly 200 residents opted 
for online delivery in place of postal delivery resulting in sig-
nificant savings in our distribution costs. 
 

We changed to a full text Echo on the website because of 
the need to provide consistent information across formats, 
the amount of extra time and resources needed to re-edit 
the Echo for the website, and the absence of privacy bene-
fits from the effort.  Under the circumstances, the separate 
web version of the Echo was no longer reasonable.

Motion:  Allow Jeanne to cash, renew or purchase more 
CD’s with money from expiring CD’s as she deems appro-
priate.  Motion passed. 
 

Capital City Bike Trail Extension:  Dean gave a run-
down of a meeting he and Jody McIntyre attended on 
8/18/05.  The meeting consisted of state/county/city per-
sonnel, representatives and others.  Dean described some 
alternatives given for getting Capital City Trail to extend to 
the Glacial Drumlin Trail.  The Glacial Drumlin Trail begins 
in Cottage Grove.  The biggest challenge for the path ex-
tension is getting property right-of-way from either Union 
Pacific Railroad or property owners that have land adja-
cent to the railroad tracks. There are alternatives to follow-
ing railroad tracks but the alternatives are thought less de-
sirable. 
 

The board discussed efforts to get the link completed.  A 
suggestion—recruit other Madison neighborhood associa-
tions for a grassroots effort because this link will finish the 
Military Ridge to Glacial Drumlin connection.  Another sug-
gestion—press the governments to follow alternative 
routes other than railroad tracks since it might allow 
quicker completion.  Cynthia will arrange a meeting with 
government people for ideas on how neighborhoods can 
help.
