Jim will see which Saturday Mayor Cieslewicz
will be available. Jim will also try to attain a room at the
Dean Clinic for the meeting.

Bike Path Ribbon Cutting Ceremony: Karl and Jody will
attend the ribbon cutting ceremony for the opening of the
Dempsey to Cottage Grove Road section of the Capital
City Trail on October 10. Karl will represent ENA.

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On Wednesday, September 28, 2005, about 150 people attended a presentation about gang activity given by Detective
George Chavez and Officer Lester Moore of the Madison Police Department.

They shared some disturbing information about the number of active gangs currently in Madison and an increase in
gangs coming from Chicago and other areas.

High school gang members are actively recruiting middle-school kids, asking if they are “claimed.” Gang members try to
recruit others by telling them it's a “social club”.

Girl gangs are becoming very active. Girls can be part of a girl gang or be the “Property” of a boy gang. When boys are
initiated into a gang, they are “beat in” (beaten by several members for a specific period of time) and girls are “sexed
in” (have sex with a specific number of gang members).

Gangs use a lot of symbols to identify themselves—pitchforks pointing up or down, crowns, 5-pointed star, certain colors,
specific clothing with certain letters or numbers on them, the letters from their gang name (for example, “SSL13" for
“South Side Locos”).

There are many computer games (Grand Theft Auto was mentioned) that use a lot of gang imagery—colors, icons, lan-
guage, music. Some hip-hop music, specifically “gangsta rap” is filled with gang lingo, calls to action (“pop it like it's hot”)
was translated at this meeting as meaning “shoot a gun like it's hot”.

What can you do?
1. Educate yourself. An excellent “rap dictionary” can be found at www.rapdict.org.

2. Watch for the signs and symbols written on your child’s notebooks and folders.

Talk with your kids. Tell them how to protect themselves and what it means if someone asks if they are “claimed”
or tells them about a “social club.”

4. Encourage your child to participate in school-endorsed / supervised activities like sports and drama.

5. Keep communicating—talk to your child’s friends and their parents. Talk to your neighbors. Talk to your child’s
teachers.

6. Call the police. The police can’t be everywhere all the time. If you see or hear something that’s “not right” call it in
at 255-2345. If you don't let the police know, perhaps no one else will and then they can’t do anything about it.
