While we’re at it, if you or someone close to you has one of 
those ultra loud car sound systems, please TURN DOWN 
THE VOLUME! 
 

I’ve had reports of people who are "camping out" in Ace-
wood Park.  Exercise care when walking through the park.  
The police are working on clearing this situation up.  I 
spoke with them again today; they’re first going to have to 
put up "no trespassing" signs; it seems that if this is not 
posted, it isn©t against the law.  We will get it taken care of. 
 

Many of you reported vandalism toward the end of sum-
mer; I believe I had more vandalism complaints than ever 
before.  The good thing is we had very detailed descrip-
tions of the people believed responsible; this makes it eas-
ier for the officers to find the offenders.  Neighbors working 
together to watch each other©s property is a good way to 
control this situation. 
 

In The District:  Wisconsin DOT will be calling a meeting 
soon (most likely at LaFollette HS in January, 2006) to pre-
sent design choices for Stoughton Road.  Please attend if 
you can—we need your input. 
 

The informational meeting at LaFollette concerning the 
gang situation in Madison was a success.  ENA was one of 
the sponsors of that event.  We’re hoping to have a follow-
up meeting to let people know what is being done with our 
neighborhoods specifically. 
 

Boumatic/Thermastor, a District 16 Company, and your 
neighbor, just entered into a contract to manufacture de-
humidifiers for the New Orleans area, to help that area©s 
residents deal with post hurricane remediation.  With the 
help of the Mayor©s office and staff, we were able to push 
through the red tape involving approvals for some expan-
sion, and get them open and operational within a very 
short time.  They’ve added 500 employees! 
 

There will be a multi-neighborhood meeting regarding the 
situation with Yaharra Quarry the first week of December.  
Watch for notification. 
 

The reconstruction of our Cottage Grove Road Bridge is 
scheduled for next spring!  The bridge will be smaller than 
hoped.  The original estimate was lower than the actual 
cost of the full reconstruction.  We’ll be getting 2 car lanes, 
2 bike lanes, and a sidewalk on the bridge’s north side.  
Originally, sidewalks were on both sides, but the bike lanes 
were only drawn to be 4 feet wide.  We opted to expand 
the bike lanes and have only the 1 sidewalk.  When you 
read this, there will have been an informational meeting 
(November 9).  I understand WisDOT will be sending no-
tices to a radius of 1/2 mile.I will attempt to get prints of the 
plan if you wish to see it. 
 

Safety screens are up on both Cottage Grove Road Bridge 
and Buckeye Road Bridge.  They certainly don©t look like 
they should have caused all that fuss!  We won another 
one—our kids are safer! 
 

Don©t forget to pass on ideas for the types of development 
you would like to see happen on Stoughton Road (from the 
Beltline to Hwy 30).  Get them to Fred Arnold, Jim 
Polewski, or me.  Each of us is working on the Stoughton 
Road Revitalization Project.  It is exciting to think about put-
ting a fresh face on this very important true gateway to the 
City of Madison. 
 

In The City:  About State Street Halloween?  My recom-
mendation to charge $10/person to get into those festivities 
did not get support.  90,000 to 100,000 people X $10 in my 
calculator adds up to enough to cover the costs to city resi-
dents and give us a tidy amount of change.  Perhaps next 
time, if there is in fact a next time. 
 

Budget time is once again upon us.  Call or email to let me 
know if you have any recommendations for cuts or addi-
tions.  The Mayor is leaving the funding for our new East 
Police Precinct in the budget.  It should be completed next 
spring, though he has budgeted to open the doors in July of 
2006.  We’re working on changing that plan. 
 

October 10th celebrated opening of the Dempsey—Cottage 
Grove Road connection to the Capital City Bike Path!  Cut-
ting the ribbon were Elvehjem residents Jody McIntyre and 
Karl Kletzien!  Our fight isn©t over—the next connector 
(Cottage Grove Road to Buckeye Road) will be a victory as 
well, but none will be as sweet as the first!
