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Funding of $80,000 for the Cottage Grove Road bridge 
was included in the 2006 Dane County budget at Supervi-
sor de Felice’s request.  The state will pay the lion’s share 
of the project; the county and City of Madison will split the 
remainder.  In a compromise offered by the WisDOT, the 
deck of the bridge will be expanded to accommodate 2 
lanes of vehicular traffic, 2 additional bike lanes and a 
sidewalk.  Ald. Judy Compton pushed the City action. 
 

The nearly $1 million project will provide a 7-foot sidewalk, 
two 4-foot bike lanes and other safety enhancements. The 
improvements will allow for construction in the future of an 
additional two-lane vehicle bridge to complement the cur-
rent structure.

The money from the 
grants can be used to hire consultants, architects, etc. to 
assist with Stoughton Road corridor planning.

Yahara Quarry Blasting Meeting:  Will take place De-
cember 14 at 7:00 PM.  Madison Mayor Dave Cieslewicz 
plans to attend along with other Madison officials.  All resi-
dents affected by the blasting are encouraged to attend. 
 

Slowing Traffic on East Buckeye Road:  East Buckeye 
Neighborhood Association has written a draft of a letter to 
County Supervisor Dave de Felice requesting that the 
county: (1) reduce the speed limit on East Buckeye be-
tween Cottontail and Grafton and (2) make Grafton and 
East Buckeye intersection a 4 way stop.  EBNA would like 
ENA to add support to the letter.  The board discussed the 
effects that traffic calming on East Buckeye can have on 
Elvehjem Neighborhood.  Fast moving traffic will use 
Starker Road to avoid East Buckeye during high traffic 
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periods since Starker is parallel to East Buckeye. 
 

The board decided to agree with EBNA to request to lower 
the speed limit between Cottontail and Grafton.  The board 
recommends extending the solid-line bike lanes from where 
they now end to the bridge over the Interstate Highway – 
rather than have a 4 way stop at Buckeye and Grafton.  
Cynthia will insert the board’s revision suggestions into the 
draft letter and send it to EBNA.

ENA Annual Meeting:  The meeting will be on Saturday, 
February 11 at 10 a.m. at the Dean Clinic.

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“ County Corner”

Much has happened on the County level of government 
since my last column in the “Echo.”  We have a new County 
budget, and a new County Board chair. 
 

The 2006 Dane County Budget runs the gamut from A to Z.  
The “A”irport, which is self-supporting, has undergone a 
tremendous expansion.  Space has doubled.  There’s a 
new look that echoes Frank Lloyd Wright, and the airport is 
ready to “pilot” economic development that befits our grow-
ing region. 
 

The “Z”oo is seeing a tremendous investment of private 
and public funds.  The $27 million project will go towards a 
swimming channel for polar bears.  And the Children’s Zoo 
will be completely reworked.  A large sheltered Conserva-
tion Carousel and a Smith Family Robinson tree house will 
be built.  As always, the Zoo will maintain its free admission 
policy. 
 

In between the A to Z: increased funding for libraries, in-
creased attention to gangs, an added mental health nurse 
position at the Dane County Mental Health Center, and 
$80,000 in funding that I obtained to build pedestrian and 
bicycle lanes on a new bridge deck of the Cottage Grove 
Rd. overpass. 
 

The $80,000 is the County’s contribution. The city will con-
tribute a similar share while the state pays the most. Credit 
goes to Ald. Judy Compton for pushing the project through. 
Construction is to begin in spring of next year. 
 

Finally, as many of you know, Kevin Kesterson stepped 
down late last month as both Chair and Supervisor on the 
Dane County Board. He resigned after being convicted of a 

misdemeanor related to a political smear campaign. It was 
a sad but necessary end to a distinguished career in pub-
lic service spoiled by a serious lack of judgment. 
 

By succession, Supv. Scott McDonell becomes the new 
chair. I’m sure he’ll do a fine job representing the varied 
interests on the board. 
 

With only days left in 2005, it has been a busy and produc-
tive time. My best wishes to you and your family for health 
and happiness in the coming New Year.
