In the District

Construction of the Cottage Grove Road bridge begins July

worked together to get this important project underway.

| have it on good authority that the deal between Trade-
winds Business Park and Marcus Theatre is ready to set a
closing date. Hurray! The site for the theatre? North of
Toby's on Dutch Mill, south of Highways 12 & 18.

In the City

As you now know, there was an attempt to move an adult
entertainment establishment into the 16th district. Needless
to say, | was appalled that this might occur. There were
actually 4 potential locations in our district. | was able to
show that these sites didn't meet the current zoning re-
quirements. Picture this—me and a tape measure on a
warm June Saturday, measuring distances from the desig-
nated locations to the nearest residential area, park,
school, or church. The only zoning classification that allows
this type establishment is M-1 (a zoning classification we
have a lot of in our district's SE quadrant). A full service
porn shop cannot operate with a conditional use in any
other zoning classification. It also cannot open within 1000
feet of a residential neighborhood, park, school, or church
—ergo the measuring tape.

The 14th district alder is working on a revitalization of Todd
Drive, and an impediment to that is a business currently
operating as a "novelty store" with 10% of their floor space
offering "adult entertainment”. To talk them into leaving that
area, there was a deal negotiated wherein the business
could operate as 100% adult entertainment, and be moved
in the process. The sight chosen for this move—Stoughton
Road, South of Pflaum. Because of the zoning issues, the
City needed to change the ordinance to allow for this relo-
cation. An ordinance text amendment was introduced to
accomplish this.

| reminded the Mayor that through the Stoughton Road Re-

vitalization Project, we were also in the process of a revi-
talization. The Corridor is the actual "Gateway" into the
City. | questioned whether this relocation to the 16th

was wise, since we were in the process of creating a plan
to change the face of this vital corridor. Each use that is
requested for this corridor is looked at carefully, not just
this one.

After much stress, here is where we currently stand:

- The State has declared that the City doesn't have the
right to demand the relocation.

- The Mayor has promised (in an email to me) that he’s
taking his support from the ordinance text amendment
that would have made this negative attack on the 16th
District possible. He also indicated that this project was
dead as far as he was concerned.

-I'll be meeting with the Mayor and the Alder the 2nd week
of July to discuss our current position in regard to this
issue.

- There is still concern about the legality of the current ordi-
nance. It's my understanding that the text amendment will
be referred for the purpose of studying this problem as it
relates to adult entertainment establishments and the
potential for being found in violation of the 1st Amend-
ment with the current zoning ordinance. The threat looms
as long as this text amendment is on the table.

| was planning a meeting on the July 19 to let the
neighborhood know what was happening. It would seem
that unless I find out at my meeting with the Mayor and the
Alder from the 14th that we are still in jeopardy, this meet-
ing will not be necessary. If it becomes necessary, I'll give
you notice of the meeting through your Board, the website,
and the newspaper.

Thanks to those of you who have called with support and
suggestions throughout this ordeal—it has been helpful.
The fact that we did not react strongly to this attack is what
saved us in my opinion—but don't put up those pitchforks
yet. We may still need them!

Have you been to the pool yet? It is great, and is seeming
to have quite a successful opening summer. | am looking
forward to seeing the fiscal results--the fun is evident.

The Mayor has decided to remove the "no mow" edict re-
garding the terraces! A victory. Now for the parks!
