EAST DISTRICT POLICE STATION OPENS 
 

Most personnel moved into the new station about 3 weeks 
ago; others who were on vacation are still making the move. 
While the building itself is completed, work on minor glitches 
with systems and equipment continues, as is normal with all 
new construction. The landscape company is planting trees 
and some of the grass. The bulk of the property will be 
planted in prairie flowers and grasses with rain garden plant-
ings in our 2 retention areas in October, the next planting 
season for prairie plants. The trees along the Cottage Grove 

Road side of the property will also be planted in October 
to avoid damage by the bridge construction. 
 

At this time, our doors are open to the public between the 
hours of 8 AM and 4 PM. 
 

We’re waiting for a piece of phone connection equipment 
to mount a phone in the vestibule that will go directly to 
the dispatch center. Once that phone is installed, the 
front door will remain open so citizens can access the 
police 24 hours a day. During non-business hours, offi-
cers working on the street will be dispatched to come to 
the station to meet the citizen and handle their complaint.

It will start at 4:30 PM with remarks by the 
Mayor and Chief of Police at 5 PM. The event will con-
tinue until 7 PM.

“County Corner”

While you were away, perhaps traveling or just enjoying 
summer and not keeping up with the news, county govern-
ment kept busy in the following ways: 
 

· A new “Conservation Carousel” has opened at the 
county’s Vilas Zoo, made possible by the generosity of 
private donors. The Carousel is the centerpiece of a new 
Children’s Zoo, housed in a unique building located at 
the south end of the grounds. As always, the Zoo is free! 
No admission. No charge to park, either. 

 

· A new county Land and Water Legacy Fund has been 
proposed to pursue smarter land practices and improve 
the overall health of the county’s aquifers and water-
ways. An outstanding idea, in my mind, given the con-
cerns we’ve had lately about the quality of drinking wa-
ter. The Legacy Fund would be funded by $1.5 million in 
bonding and will become part of next year’s proposed 
county budget. 

 

· Speaking of the budget, department heads are busily 
writing up (perhaps writing down is a better choice of 
words) their budget requests. As you know, county gov-
ernment is pay-as-you-go. But state and federal govern-
ments continue to download programs and services on 
local government while short-funding those mandates. 
That makes more local budget cuts necessary. 

 The first county budget hearings are tentatively sched-
uled for Sept. 14 and 19. 

 

· A grand opening was held June 21 at the newly reno-
vated Dane County Regional Airport. You should visit. 
Done up in the signature Prairie School style pioneered 
by Frank Lloyd Wright, the self-funded airport has dou-
bled its passenger service areas and features state-of-
the-art shops and restaurants featuring local products. It’s 
my belief that airports are little recognized for their contri-
bution to important and long-lasting economic activity. 
Our airport gives an outstanding “first impression” to new 
visitors and has already garnered rave reviews. A definite 
“Wow factor” for our area. 

 
Finally, on a personal note, I would like to recognize the 
many, many people who have sent my daughters and me 
condolences on the passing this summer of my wife, Gay. 
The outpouring of support has been overwhelming and 
gratefully received.
