Is it legal to go left around a traffic circle? 
 

The Madison Traffic Engineering Division has installed traf-
fic circles (round raised islands) in the center of several 
residential intersections to reduce the speed of traffic and 
the number of traffic crashes. Most traffic circles take up a 
large portion of the intersection in order to effectively cause 
drivers to slow down. This can make it difficult for trucks 
and other large vehicles to drive completely around the out-
side of the circle (see Movement A below) to make a left 
turn at these intersections.  
 

In some cases, it is easier to turn on the near side (see 
Movement B below) of the circle. Movement B closely re-
sembles a left turn made in an intersection before the in-
stallation of a traffic circle. Movement B can be used pro-
vided all of the normal requirements for left turns, such as 
yielding to pedestrians and oncoming vehicles, are fol-
lowed. Good judgment should always be used to determine 
when Movement B can be made safely without endanger-
ing yourself or others.

Looking back over this year, I’m proud to see many projects 
that I set as goals when first elected as your alder have 
become reality. 
 

¨ Cottage Grove Road Bridge rebuild and the scheduled 
Buckeye Road Bridge work 

¨ Dempsey to Buckeye section of the bike path 
¨ Scheduled Sprecher Road extension 
¨ Revitalization plans for the Stoughton Road GATEWAY 

into Madison 
¨ Increased economic development of the 16th District, 

including plans for the Dairy Center as well as the Marsh 
Road Neighborhood Industrial District 

¨ Building of the East Police Precinct. 
 

These are things that have occurred this year!  I’m sure I 
left something out, like perhaps the elimination of a porn 
store threat—but hey, you get the idea. These victories for 
the 16th District couldn’t have been achieved without the 
steady grass roots efforts of the neighborhoods—yours be-
ing one of the most involved.  Thank you for your support 
and for your efforts to help make these things happen. 
 

In the Neighborhood 
 

I’ve been contacted more often in the last couple of months 
by Elvehjem residents who’ve reported something "just not 
quite right" in the neighborhood. First, I want to thank you. 
It’s because you’ve cared enough to make the problems 
known to me that I’ve been able to, with the help of City 
staff, correct a lot of these negative situations affecting your 
neighborhood. The City's zoning, inspection, and traffic de-
partments along with the police have done a great job for 
you. Never hesitate to call. Working together, we can make 
things happen. 
 
¨ The blasting issue has been a problem that hasn’t 

reached resolution. Hopefully the blasting season is 
about to end. Your neighborhood board, along with the 
East Buckeye and Richmond Hill boards continue to work 
on finding a way to abate the blasts' negative effects. Ya-
harra seems to be using the non-electric blasting caps, 

for the most part, that reduce the tremors from the 
blasts. Still the nuisance is great for some. Yaharra is 
still blasting on the West wall, and the blasts are deep, 
this seems to increase the effect. City engineering staff 
and I have not given up on trying to resolve this issue. 
Without jurisdiction, there is little the City can do, how-
ever. A petition is circulating that charges the Mayor to 
work with the County Executive and Governor to re-
solve the negative effects of quarry blasting throughout 
the City. Call Cynthia Struye, your association presi-
dent, for information regarding who is circulating the 
petition. 

¨ Cottage Grove Road Bridge should be open by Novem- 
ber 10th—5 days early! 

¨ The Buckeye Road/Interstate bridge work is scheduled 
for 2008. The design was presented at a recent meet-
ing held by the WisDOT. The bridge will have 2 auto 
lanes, 2 bike lanes, sidewalks, and will be a total recon-
struction, closing the bridge for 6 months. 

 

In the District 
 

¨ Marcus Theater representatives have not given a date 
for the opening of the theater south of the beltline on 
Dutch Mill. The Urban Design Commission's approval 
is good for 1 year. We’ll have the theater prior to that or 
they’ll have to go back for another approval. 

¨ On the economic development front, we’ve had 3 new 
plant openings and many expansions of existing plants 
and businesses. Interest in the Dairy Center land for a 
Bio-Ag business park is still strong. I expect very im-
pressive additions to the 16th District's TIF district over 
the next year. 

¨ The issue of the roundabout at the Pflaum, Nichols, 
Monona Drive intersection has been shelved for the 
immediate future. We may see it again in several years, 
but by that time the studies I’ve requested should be 
completed. A left turn light at Pflaum and Monona Drive 
would do wonders to eliminate the congestion there. 
I’m not against roundabouts—I’m just against round-
abouts without justification. 

 

In the City 
 

¨ The financial short fall from the Goodman swimming 
pool was more substantial than previously indicated. 
I’m not discouraged, however; the pool opened after 
many people had already purchased season passes to 
neighboring community pools and those people will be 
inclined to purchase passes in Madison for the upcom-
ing season. People won't have to stand in the lone lines 
with a season pass—and the pool has a lot to offer. 

¨ Halloween on State Street was, as you’ve read, much 
quieter than usual. Some still believe it wasn't right to 
charge to get in. With 32,000 in attendance at $5.00 
per person, we’re way ahead in covering the cost of

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For safety reasons, we need to keep driveways and sidewalks clear of ice and snow. However, choosing the right prod-
uct and using it correctly is important to help protect our water resources.  
 

¨ Shovel early, shovel often.   Deicers work best when there is only a thin layer of snow or ice that must be melted. Re-
move as much snow as you can. Chip or scrape ice off the surface before any deicers are applied. If you have a prob-
lem with ice forming, determine the source and divert the melting snow away from your sidewalks and driveway to an 
area where ice won’t be a problem. 

¨ Buy early . The earlier you shop, the more environmental choices you’ll have available at the store. 
¨ Check the label.  This table shows how the main ingredients of common de-icing products compare. Check the pack-

age closely to see what you’re buying—often a product may contain several of the ingredients listed below, but the first 
one listed is usually the main ingredient. 

 

 
 

¨ Apply salt early, but sparingly .  Whether you choose calcium chloride, magnesium chloride, or sodium chloride, a 
little goes a long way. Applying additional salt won’t speed up the melting process, so follow directions for application 
carefully and remember to first remove as much snow and ice as you can. The recommended application rate for so-
dium chloride is about a handful per square yard. Calcium chloride works at much colder temperatures and you need a 
lot less (about a handful per three square yards—about the area of a single sleeping bed). Choose calcium chloride 
over sodium chloride when you can. 

¨ Avoid kitty litter and ashes .  Although these products may seem environmentally friendlier, they don’t work to melt 
snow and ice—they merely provide some traction. Also, they often result in a mess on your floors. If you’re looking for 
traction, stick with sand, which is cheaper and easier to sweep up. 

¨ Avoid Products that Contain Urea .  Urea has been recommended as a safer alternative, reasoning that it does not 
contain chlorides and, as a form of nitrogen, will help fertilize your yard when it washes off. However, urea-based de-
icing products are a poor choice as it is fairly expensive and performs poorly when temperatures drop below 20° F. 
The application rate for urea during a single deicing is ten times greater than that needed to fertilize the same area of 
your yard, and ultimately, very little of the urea will actually get onto your lawn, but will end up washing into the street 
and storm drain and eventually to the nearest lake or stream. Given that nitrogen is a problem for surface water re-
sources, it doesn’t make sense to use nitrogen-based products for de-icing. 

¨ Consider nearby vegetation .  Look at the plants growing within 5 or 10 feet of your driveway, sidewalk and road. 
Salt-sensitive plants are listed in the table below. If you have a salt-sensitive tree, shrub or grass close to these paved 
surfaces, you will want to avoid any de-icing product that contains chlorides (magnesium chloride, rock salt or calcium 
chloride), or use very small amounts. You may want to use CMA as a safer alternative, or use sand for traction.
