Happy New Year! 2007 promises to be a great year! So
many projects that have been in the works in the 16th
District are heading for the finish line--it's exciting!

In the Neighborhood

o Some of you are aware there are University students
making a project out of improving Acewood Park. A
group is working on the drainage for the pond; another
is working on a landscape design. There was a bit of a
glitch, however—we (City Engineering, Parks, and I)
were working on a plan for the park as well. No one
consulted all the players. Any work on the park needs
to be coordinated. You should be seeing a presentation
of the plan for the bike path (scheduled for Spring con-
struction), a discussion on the drainage and restoration
of at least some of the natural beauty of the pond, and
an early conception by Parks (for the design they will
be coordinating with the students) at your February 10
annual meeting . Be sure to attend and give your input.
| don't know if we can get the salamanders back—but
we can enhance the natural beauty of this important
part of the neighborhood. Thanks to all those who have
been working toward this goal.

o I've been hearing from people outside Elvehjem that
the train is increasing it's trips to and from Cottage
Grove. It seems in some locations the whistle is being
sounded with a little extra intensity. | haven't heard any
complaints from Elvehjem, but would like to know if you
are noticing any irregularity with the train or the whistle.

o There have been several complaints regarding vandal-
ism. The most recent have involved paint ball guns.
Paint ball guns are not illegal. I'm working with the City
Attorney to create an ordinance amendment that would
control the guns; it would follow the BB gun regulations
and would allow them to be transported in a vehicle
only if they are cased or in the trunk.

In the District

o More businesses are looking at the possibility of locat-
ing to our district. Michael Gay, with the City's Eco-
nomic Development Department, is doing a great job
recruiting these new neighbors. I'm hopeful we're close
to expanding TID 24 to include East Broadway. I'm not
sure why this area wasn't included in the TIF district
before; that area has been neglected too long.

o I've gotten great feedback on the Cottage Grove Road
Bridge. It's so good to see people walking and biking
over the bridge regularly now.

o Be careful if you're entering Cottage Grove Road from
South Thompson. It's not because of the bridge but
because of our new neighbors to the North of that

intersection. I've had a few calls from people who were
not prepared to watch for cars entering the road from the
East Police Precinct.
