Wisconsin List

+ The Wisconsin list is maintained by the Department of Agri-
culture, Trade and Consumer Protection. Registration is free.

¢ Your phone number (land line or cell) will be on the list for 2
years. You must renew your listing every 2 years to continue
on the list.

+ You may also call (toll free) 1-866-966-2255 to add
your number; this is available 24 hours a day, 7
days a week all year long.

Federal List

+ The national listing is maintained by the Federal
Trade Commission (FTC) and Federal Communica-
tion Commission (FCC). Registration is free.

+ Once you list your number on the federal listing it
will remain on the listing indefinitely until you remove
it.

+ You may also call (toll free) 1-888-382-1222 (TTY 1-
866-290-4236). When using these numbers, the
system will automatically add the number of the
phone from which you’re calling to the listing. For
example, if you call using your cell phone, that cell
phone’s number will be added to the listing.
